This past year we have had to adjust our organizational structure at St. Paul for how we equip
ourselves and others to be in the ministry at 239 Wayne Avenue. We no longer have the affordable
size in numbers to maintain a council with board directors and board members and as you might
know neither is our membership of affordable size. In December the congregation approved a new
structure and constitutional changes that now have a smaller Leadership Committee to determine
the needs of the congregation that will allow ministry to continue. Yes, the numbers of people are
smaller both in the congregation and those elected to be congregational leaders, but measuring up
to the full stature Christ remains the challenge for everyone. Why? Because we are still called to be
an oasis of outreach in the inner-city. Because we are still called to offer Word and Sacrament to
those who are in our congregation and to those who do grace our worship experience from time to
time. And we are still called to feed and nourish ourselves while building up the church in our faith
and unity until we come to the full stature of Christ.

It also means that all of us have a calling to still serve this church even if the only thing your
health permits you to do for St. Paul is to pray. That is important! As a smaller nucleus, all us need to
participate to build up the church and not just worship once in a while. The leadership committee will
be continuing the work of the church but they are not going to do it all. When asked to be involved
you need to respond. All of the time and talent surveys in the world are useless unless you actually
do something you marked down as an interest. | would suggest that each of you pick one thing from
the sheet that you have never done at St. Paul and actually do it in 2012.

And lest you all think the glass is only half full, consider these things that happened last year with
smallness of our size. To name just a few: over 1600 meals a month were served through Project
Blessing; over 300 clients a month received clothing; over 200 people a month received hygiene
products; you helped send Keira Corbett back to the Dominican Republic for another mission trip;
you support through outreach ministry dollars 10 different ministries; 15 families received the gift of
Christmas through Adopt-a-Family; we continue to nurture our relationship with Lutheran Church of
Our Savior in joint worship and ministry.

There is no one else in Lutheran circles around Dayton of any size who can match the commit-
ment to ministry that we still feel called to do. But ministry is more than just hoping someone else will
step up so you can hide in the shadows. At this point in time and beyond all people are needed in
the equipping of St. Paul for the ministry
